On Mar ch 12tl'. , 1763, petitioner represented in
a pet i t ion to t he Super ior Council of Louisiana,
made in !.lobile , that his wif e had l eft Ilobile
aboard a schooner March 16th., f or New Orl eans ,
with the i ntention of complaining and pr ooeed­
ing against him according to a petition she pre­
sented before her depar ture to Mr . Fa zende ,
whom I answer ed and not i fi ed her at the time of
her embarkation, being unable to do so earl ier ,
because she had made her requests on the eve of
her departure, undoubtedly to surpr i se me , i n
order to avoid my opposition to all her demands.

My desire to leave my garr ison in Mobi l e for t he
one i n New Orleans vms fully explained i n my pe­
tition of WAr ch 12,1763 sent to Mr . Delalande
wi t h request t o have it pr esent ed to t he Council
in order to be able t o establish myself .

The repetition of the r etrocession of this colony
"t o strangers gives me more reascn. to r enew my
first sentiments against living in a r eli gion
so odd, as , t hat of the Engl i sh . "I t i s against
nature and the laws of the kingdom. I do not
wish to live outside of my nation, here or else­
where.

I have been i n this colony 36 year s , a lways i n
t he servioe, and it woul d be pitiful to r etire
me without miH tary distinotion, and in oonse­
quenoe obligate me to live under foreign domina­
t i on . I am on the point of losing everything.
The River s t . Louis or Miss i s si ppi as wel l as
New Orl eans is very well settled by the French ,
and more advantageous . for me to establish myself
solidly f or the wel f are of my wif e and chi ldr en ,

This defense CODCerns a cutter of 2 swivel
guns, and a crew of 10 men, outfitted at
Port of Prince by Sieur Louis Caherie,
friend of petitioner who CClT!IllBnded this
cutter in privateering, and in which I have
a 500 interest, tor which petitioner has
no proof to otter.

The said Catherie and as well as your peti­
tioner could not wr1te or understand busi­
ness, one better than the otber, outfitted
this cutter in good taith, so that petitioner
became calker, carpenter, sailmaker, sailor,
merchant, owner and captain. This cutter in
question tor which an accounting is demanded,
has produced for Sieur Catherie 81554-19.

Petitioner attaches an agreement No.2, wi t h
Sieur Frolio, pro:zy 01' Sieur Catherie, wherein
he accepts 60000 livres and leaves the rest
01' the matter to be settled in st.

Your petitioner and Sieur Frollo wer e surprised

It your pet!t ioner suspected his
bad :faith, he certainly would not have paid
this money, but lett it to be settled by
arbiters who would certainly have allowed
him more compensation than a mere camnis­
sion.

Furtbflrmore , it is talse that pe­
titioner wa s to became interested as stated
in his request.
